6. JUDGING FOR BEST OF SHOW 
There was a long discussion on using the “weighted point method “for judging blooms. All judges would designate points for the first, second, third, and fourth place blooms, for example 10 for first, 7 for second, 4 for third, 1for forth (Points can be worked out). Points are then tallied and the bloom receiving the highest points receives first, the second highest total points receive second, and so on. Fresno says that it does not take that much longer to count the votes – 2 to 3 counters can do it. It may take a bit longer for the judges to vote, as they would have to indicate their 1st, 2nd, 3rd, and 4th choice. The weighted point method could be used for all bloom categories or just for Best of Show. Each society is free to do the judging as they wish. Clubs will discuss with their boards. Modesto is not in favor.


7. NEW BUSINESS
· Descanso Garden is pulling the camellias from under the base of the oak trees and moving them behind the Boddy Mansion. Oaks and camellias do not make good neighbors, and the watering required by the camellias is killing the oaks. More details can be found on the Descanso website.
