Well, no one wanted to do any culture this month, so I guess I’ll put my two cents worth in…camellias are so easy to grow and take care of.  Mine grow by neglect!!  I didn’t even know I had prize winning camellias until my neighbor, Mary Nair, called me one Saturday night back in the late 70’s telling me I had won a blue ribbon…I thought to myself how in the world could I have done that…she explained that she had cut three camellia blooms off a pink camellia I had in the front yard and entered them under my name at the camellia show.  I had won a blue ribbon on Lallarook (remember that one?)!  So, knowing nothing about camellias, my husband and I went down to the camellia show and went searching for my prize winning camellias…we found the tray of three…not so pretty by Sunday afternoon!!  They also had some lovely brown spots on them.  I looked at my husband and said, “Boy, those judges must be blind”!!  But there was my entry card with my name on it with a 1st prize blue sticker on it.  Well, the rest is history, as they say.  I was hooked!  Mary Nair was a wonderful neighbor who passed away back in 2000, but we were friends to the end because of our love of camellias.  

I have only fertilized my camellias once this year and watering right now doesn’t seem to be a problem because of all the rainfall!!  I do go out periodically and rake up oak leaves and anything that is underneath my camellias this time of year…mostly leaves from neighbor’s yards and our two oak trees.  I walk around and debud my camellias, all the time talking to them to straighten up or they are out next year!!  They tremble, as you would imagine!!  Debudding is very important, as you want to twist off any buds that are facing upwards.  You keep the one bud that is facing downward, so water runs off of the bud, not into it.  My Pink Perfection is blooming beautifully right now!  It’s so nice to see color in the yard when it’s so darn cold and rainy outside.  I, like Carol, enjoy spotting camellias around our neighborhoods.  If you see a neighbor who has camellias, invite them to our meetings!  It’s wonderful seeing so many new faces and you will have friends for life!
