Good Eats, Good Friends and Good-Bye for the Camellia Season
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Guest Speaker, Mr. Don Bergamini

Don is a member of our society, but also is big in his own society, Northern Cal, in Walnut Creek.  He also will be one of two judging teachers for the Judges Symposium in Santa Clara later this month.  The other being our other Don, Don Lesmeister.

Here are some words of wisdom from Don Bergamini:

Well, here we are starting a new year and I bet you are wondering what to do with those beautiful blooms that are starting to appear on your plants.  It is not too early to start pinning back those leaves that may brush up against the blooms.  Take a clothes pin and pin the leaves away from the bud.  You can also pin the bud or turn the limb downward so that if it rains, the water will only hit the back of the flower when it blooms.  Protection of the blooms makes for much better show flowers.

It is also not too late to gib a few more buds for those spectacular blooms you want for the show season.  Don’t complain if you don’t win at the shows if you are not pampering your plants and blooms all year long.  You cannot be a hit and miss grower and expect to win consistently.  Remember that the big winners are working with their plants all year long, not just a few weeks during the show season.

Remember to water plants that are under the eaves or overhangs of your home.  Whether they are in the ground or in pots, they may not be getting watered by the rains.  Check this out because a well watered plant also makes for better blooms.

Also, do not forget to pick up those spent blooms and petals, because, as you know, the new year also brings a new round of petal blight (unless you would like the beautiful shades of brown and gold on those lovely show blooms).  Good luck to all during this show season and remember to bring your blooms to the Judge’s Symposium for the first show of the year.  See you on the camellia trail.  I can hardly wait!
